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The crisis about which Mary spoke in her revelations
at Fatima is immiment. The future of the world is in dan-
ger.

The peace for which we fight and pray can be at-
tained not alone through the efforts of any man or group
of men, but through the constant prayers and sacrifices of all
men. God alone can bring us lasting peace, and, as Fatima
has shown us, He has chosen His own Mother as His vehicle.
